Introduction


Accounting Real Estate game uses a board game like Monopoly(. With a team of 3 or 4 plays the game is played with the new rules. Checks & receipts are used instead of money or cash. All transactions are recording in the General Journal and then posted to the General Ledger. The game is played for 3 or 4 days. Then a trial balance and worksheet are created. From the worksheet the financial statements are created on a spreadsheet. 

From the financial statements an annual report is published as Web pages. Each student will look at their feelings, skills, and goals and a plan to achieve the goals and create a presentation to show that reflects their live direction. The last part of the project involves developing a brochure to display information found on an accounting related career.
