Implementation Plan 
Accounting Real Estate Board Game & Careers Project


	Prior to Project
	· Buy Games. Buy Monopoly( or other real estate board games so there is enough for every 3 to 4 students to have a game board.

· Annual Reports.  Collect sample annual reports from local companies.

· Sample Brochures.   Many schools, colleges, and trade schools have brochures on different programs they offer. Collect as many as you can to uses as examples. 

· Change Checks & Receipts.  Load the checks & receipts in Excel and change the names, addresses, etc. on the first check and receipt to your local area. When you change the first check or receipt all the rest of the document will update. 
· Student Customization (Optional). The files can be shared with your students and they could customize their own checks and print their own check & receipts.
· Print Game Paper Masters. Print the new masters. Make a stack of 4 different colors of checks & receipts. Print the journal & ledger on a white or natural color. Print extras in case students need them.
· Print Student Unit Plans, etc. Print the other documents that will be needed by the students. These include: student unit plan, student project instructions, scoring rubrics, storyboard planners, etc.


	Playing the Real Estate Game
	· Assign Teams.  Assign teams of 3 or persons to each board game.

· Introduce Board Game. Discuss how to play a real estate board game. Pass out chart of accounts & rules.
· Pass Out Materials. Pass out the materials: checks, receipts, journal, & ledgers. Tell the students that they will not be using cash but will be writing checks & receipts for all transactions.

· Playing. Play for about 3 or 4 days. Have them keep track of each transaction in the General Journal. Each item needs to be posted to the ledger. (Give about 5-10 minutes at the end of the class to update their journal & ledgers.) 
· Taking Notes.  Have the students make notes about their play, any community service the may do during the game. This information will be used later in the annual report.


	Completing the Accounting Cycle 
	· Trial Balance & Worksheet When all the source documents have been journalized and posted, a trial balance on the worksheet needs to be completed. This can be done manually or you can give the students the spreadsheet template for worksheets. The students can then enter the account balances and it will calculate the rest of information.
· Financial Statements.  The Income Statement & Balance Sheet need to be done on the spreadsheet template so the information can be copied and pasted into web pages on the annual report later on. 


	Preparing Annual Report Web Site
	· Student Instructions.  Pass out the student instruction paper and explain the project.
· Annual Reports.  Show students printed annual reports and what is included in the annual reports. Search the Internet for annual reports for businesses in your area or for major companies.
· Web page storyboard. Have the students plan items that they will use in their annual report for their playing a real estate board game & the financial statements they have created.
· Introduction to Web page creation.  Show the students how to create a website using Microsoft Publisher. Create a sample website with about 3 pages. Show how to add, modify, & delete items. Show how to move objects. Show how to save & preview in your browser.
· Annual Report Website.  Complete the annual report for their company as they played the real estate board game.
· Accounting Annual Report Web Site & Rubric. Have the students score their own project and then score it as a teacher.

· Post to the Internet.  If possible, follow your schools guidelines and publish the web projects so other may see the students work..


	Brochure on a Career
	· Student Instructions.  Pass out the student instruction paper and explain the career brochure project. 
· Read Chapter 1 — Accounting Careers.  Have the students read the chapter on different careers in their accounting text book.
· Career Program Brochures.  Show students sample school brochures you have collected. Search the Internet for different careers that use accounting.
· Brochure Storyboard. Have the students plan items that they will use in their brochure about a career they have chosen. Make sketches and briefly describe the text on the storyboard. Fold and show the students how it all fits together.
· Introduction to Brochure Creation.  Show the students how to create a brochure using Microsoft Publisher. Guide the student in the creation for their brochure. Show how to add, modify, & delete items. Show how to move objects. Show how to save & preview the document.
· Accounting Career Brochure.  Complete the brochure of their chosen career. Print the brochures on nice paper with a color printer.
· Accounting Career Brochure Rubric. Have the students score their own project and then score it as a teacher.

· Display the Brochures.  If possible, display the brochures for others to see and use. The school counseling center may want to use the brochures..

· Extension.  Have students create other brochures on careers for the counseling or career center.


	Presentation on Skills & Goals
	· Student Instructions.  Pass out the student instruction paper and explain the skills & goals presentation project. 
· Read Chapter 1 — Accounting Careers.  Have the students read the chapter on  planning for a career in accounting. (Glencoe Accounting, Glencoe McGraw-Hill)
· Presentation Storyboard. Have the students plan items that they will use in their presentation about their skills, interests and what they need to do to prepare for a career they have chosen. Make sketches and briefly describe the text on the storyboard.
· Introduction to Presentation Creation.  Show the students how to create a presentation using Microsoft PowerPoint. Guide the student in the creation of a presentation. Show how to use templates & wizards. Show how to add, modify, & delete slides. Show how to change items. Show how to move objects and slides. Show how to save & preview the presentation. Show how to add transitions, animations, music, buttons, and even URL links. 
· Accounting Presentation.  Have students complete the presentation about themselves. When finished have the students print the presentation with 6 slides per page with a color printer.
· Accounting Presentation “My Career Plan” Presentation Rubric. Have the students score their own project and then score it as a teacher.

· Show the Presentations in Class.  If possible, have each student show their presentation to the rest of the class using the class projection unit.

· Extension.  Have students use  presentation software to create presentation for other classes they have reports to do.


	Project Summary
	· Evaluate. Score and total the rubrics.

· Debrief.  Discuss with the students what they have learned and how it can be used. What went well, what needs to be changed, what were their strengths, where do they need help? Have student write a brief report or email answering these questions.
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
